This collaborative project, which broke ground in October 2010, is a $6 million, a three-storey, mixed-use building, which includes 40 housing units for people with serious mental health conditions and cognitive disabilities who require support to live independently.
“We wanted to create long term housing that was affordable and safe,” commented Carole Eaton, Executive Director of the Phoenix Residential Society. “We want to improve the quality of life for people with serious mental health issues so they can function as citizens in the Regina community.”
The building has officially been named McEwen Manor after former board chair R.M. (Bob) McEwen. Bob was an active board member for many years and was the chair of Ehrlo Community Services, a former division of Ranch Ehrlo Society, from 2005 to 2007.

“It felt only right to name the Osler Street project after Bob McEwen as he has made a significant contribution to Ranch Ehrlo and to the community of Regina,” stated Ranch Ehrlo Society Vice President of Residential Services Malcolm Neill. “We are excited for the opening of McEwen Manor to address not only the issue of affordable housing in Regina but to provide a home for people with mental health issues.”
The program is a broad partnership with the Phoenix Residential Society, the Canadian Mental Health Association, Regina Branch, the Schizophrenia Society of Saskatchewan, Regina Qu’Appelle Health Region, the City of Regina, the Province of Saskatchewan, and the Government of Canada.
